Another initiative ongoing again this summer is the Toronto Anti-Violence Intervention Strategy
(TAVIS). We at 22 Division have identified a number of areas that are at risk of violent crime and
disorderly behaviour. We will be bringing in additional officers to work during periods of high activity
to raise the quality of life to those areas. Police activities will include foot patrols, apartment building
stairwell patrols and spot checks to name a few. Please welcome these officers into your
neighbourhoods.

This summer will see many exciting events take place in our Toronto. As I am sure all of you know,
the world leaders are coming to Toronto later this month and our City will be on the global stage for
several days! You can believe that the planning for this event has consumed much of our attention. In
addition to Caribana festivities in late July, we will also see a visit from the Queen in early July, the
S hr i @oavensod and the Canadian Open.

Lieutenant Governor David C. Onley and Premier Dalton McGuinty joined in the memorial, celebrated each
year on the first Sunday of May.

Premier McGuinty said the loss of police officers is felt by all Ontarians because they realize the importance
of the work that officers do each day.

Police seized $615,000 Cdn., $45,000 US, four vehicles, a quantity of chemicals used for the production of
methamphetamine, approximately 1,000,000 pills containing Ephedrine, a quantity of methamphetamine and
a quantity of diamonds, fraudulent immigration documents, Rolex watches and expensive jewellery.

Homes on either side of the drug-lab home in Markham were evacuated.

Eight people face 44 charges, ranging from forcible confinement and extortion to conspiracy to commit an
indictable offence and possession of a controlled substance.

One man, Han Wu, 30, is still wanted in connection with the drug ring and is considered armed and
dangerous.

In another project dubbed, Fourth Down, investigators are now looking for a man they allege was part of a
west-end heroin operation that was taken down in November of last year.

Adeyemi Adeleke, 21, is sought in connection with the case that saw four other men and one woman facing
42 charges.

Tommaso said, urging citizens to call police if they identify either man.

Undercover officers, with the aid of colleagues at 14 Division, the Emergency Task Force and Police Dog
Services, made eight drug purchases and executed seven search warrants at residences, seizing a stash of
marijuana and heroin, as well as $7,100 in cash along the way.

Weigh scales, debt lists and drug paraphernalia were also seized.

One of those arrested, Clayton Hill, also faces second-degree murder charges in connection with the slaying
of John Suk, 43, on Jan. 25. Suk was alleged to have been involved in the drug operation.

Information about the Vulnerable Sector Screening

Police Reference Check Program for Individuals Seeking Employment or Volunteer Opportunities
Through Certain Agencies

If you are a potential candidate for employment and/or volunteer duties with a community agency or other
organization, the agency or organization with which you wish to work may require that you have a police
reference check performed.

Reference checks performed for people who will be working with children or vulnerable people are called
iVul nerabl e Sector SicPeleinden gRePfrorgamare Checkso.

The Toronto Police Service (t helndrable SectocScoegning ProdrantiaRolicg o u't

Reference Check about you when:

1. the agency with whom you want to work or volunteer (if you are requesting a reference check
through an agency) certifies to the Service that it:

a.

d.

is only requesting the reference check for the purpose of assisting it to determine your
suitability for employment and/or volunteer duties because you will have direct contact with
children or vulnerable persons;

will only ask for a police reference check to be done after it has completed an initial review of
your suitability and has tentatively selected you for employment or a volunteer opportunity;

understands its obligations under the Human Rights Code  with respect to evaluating, hiring
and training volunteers or employees and whatconst i t utes a fAbona fidebo
to hire any individual or volunteer; and

has paid the necessary fee to the Service;

2. you live in the City of Toronto; and

3. you have signed a written authorization permitting a reference check about yourself to be conducted
(called a AConsent to Disclosuredo form).

If the Service receives a Consent to Disclosure form signed by you authorizing it to carry out a police
reference check, the Service will conduct an electronic search of the CPIC Investigative, Intelligence and
Identifications data banks and any Service data banks for available information about you. Therefore,
among other things, the Service will search for any information on file relating to: criminal convictions,
outstanding charges before the courts, probation information (including peace bonds, restraining orders, and
reporting conditions), any prohibitions relating to you (includes firearms, driving, hunting and boat), federal
or provincial parole information, and information relating to whether you are suspected of committing a
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criminal offence or are involved in a serious criminal investigation. (Please note that this is not an
exhaustive list and the Service may have access to other information about you through its database
searches).

In addition to the above categories of records, Service databases would also document contacts that you
have had, if any, with the Service under the Mental Health Act.  Specifically, there are provisions under the
Mental Health Act according to which police officers may apprehend a person and take him or her to the
hospital for assessment by a medical professional. When the police apprehend someone under the Mental
Health Act, this is noted in a police database. The Service does not, however, disclose contact, if any, that
you have had with the Service pursuant to the Mental Health Act as part of Vulnerable Sector Screening
Program i Police Reference Check unless the agency with whom you are seeking employment or a volunteer
position specifically requests such information and certifies to the Service that the information is required for
the agency to properly complete its evaluation of your suitability for the position.

When the Service is being asked by the agency to disclose information relating to any contact it has had with
you, if any, under the Mental Health Act , this will be indicated on the Consent to Disclosure form that you
must sign before the reference check is conducted.

The Service will provide the results of any Vulnerable Sector Screening Program i Police Reference Check
conducted only to you, the individual who has requested it. The results are mailed to you at the address
given on the Consent to Disclosure form. The Vulnerable Sector Screening Program i Police Reference
Check is not sent directly to the agency.

It is then your responsibility to decide whether you wish to discuss the results of a Vulnerable Sector
Screening Program i Police Reference Check with the agency that you wish to work with or volunteer for. If
you do not disclose the results of the Vulnerable Sector Screening Program i Police Reference Check with the
agency, you may not be eligible for employment or a volunteer position, but that is an issue for the agency
to decide.

Also, please note that the mere fact that the Service has information relating to you should not disqualify
you from consideration for a position. It is the responsibility of every Agency to comply with the Human
Rights Code in deciding whether to hire an applicant or volunteer. You can obtain information on the Human
Rights Code through the website of the Ontario Human Rights Commission at www.ohrc.on.ca or by
contacting the Commission at (416) 326-9511 (if you are within the Toronto area) or 1-800-387-9080 (Toll
Free outside Toronto Area).

The role of the Service is simply to provide you with a copy of the information available through police
databases. The agency that you want to work with is responsible for determining your suitability for the
position that you have applied for; the result of any police reference check is just one component of the
information available to and evaluated by the agency.

If you have any questions about the process by which a police reference check is carried out or if you have
any questions about the specific results of your reference check, you may contact the Records Management
Services department for more information. The Service aims to ensure that everyone understands the
information disclosed about themselves.

If you have a specific concern regarding the appropriateness of specific disclosure relating to your contact

with the Service under the Mental Health Act, you may discuss it with the Records and Information

Management department. For more information, please request a
Screening Programi Pol i ce Reference Check Suppression of Records Polic
Management Services at the telephone humbers provided below or by mail at the address provided below.
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The Service is required by by-law to maintain records relating to any contact a person may have had with
the Service under the Mental Health Act for a minimum of five years plus the current year (or approximately
6 years in total). After that time, you may contact Records Management Services to request that records
documenting your apprehension under the Mental Health Act be destroyed. Such requests must be made in
writing to Records Management Services.

Records Management Services can be reached by telephone at 416-808-7991 (or 416-808-8244, in the
alternative) or by mail at Records Management Services Unit, Toronto Police Service, 40 College Street,
Toronto, Ontario, M5G 2]3.

CASH FOR GUNS CAMPAIGN LAUNCHED AT H.Q.

Anyone who can point Toronto police to an illegal firearm in the city can
earn up to $500 cash and possibly save a life.

The Toronto Crime Stoppers Cash for Guns campaign takes a straight-
forward approach to crime fighting, by inviting the public to report illegal
firearms to police anonymously.

Last year, the Cash For Guns campaign i now in its fifth year i led to the
seizure of 53 firearms.

The initiative offers up to $500 for a tip that leads to the seizure of an illegal firearm.

Chief Bill Blair said that firearms are the weapon of choice for violent criminals, noting single handguns have
been passed from criminal to criminal and have been used in multiple shootings.

Grassroots advertising has donated space across the city and so has the TTC One Stop digital network. Gun
numbers in 2009:

- Officers seized 3,176 firearms
- At least 861 of the guns were used in criminal activities
- Firearms were used in 37 of 62 murders

- Guns were used in 347 robberies.

Never give personal information by phone, Internet or mail unless you initiate the contact.
Be careful about sharing personal information and don't give out more than you need to.
Shield your PIN, and never lend cards.

Carry only the ID you need.

Put other ID documents (SIN, birth certificate, and passport) in a safe place.

It ran from March 15™ to March 215 and
over 650 motorists received offence notices for speeding, failing to stop at a red light and various other
offences.

During that week, within 22 Division, 33 collisions were reported with one being a pedestrian being struck by
a motor vehicle.

Our May bicycle campaign was a great success.
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From May 03™ to May 09" officers concentrated on educating individuals about bicycle road safety. Many
people were happy to receive a quick education of cycling safety and the rules of the road as they apply to
cyclists.

The second phase of the campaign from May 10" to May 16" was the enforcement portion. Weather was
not the greatest for cyclists but officers did comment on how the majority of cyclists were obeying the rules
of the road.

With the warmer weather, there will be more people out and about. We all have a responsibility
(pedestrians, cyclists and motorists) for road safety.

Residents

Beginning in early December, the Lake Promenade and surrounding area within 22 Division had been
plagued with a series of residential break and enters. The perpetrators had been targeting anything of value,
from laptop computers and electronics, to tools, and jewellery.

The project started with several goals in mind, the foremost goal was to increase the sense of safety in the

community. Other goals were to identify and apprehend the perpetrators responsible for committing these

offences and / or prevent these crimes from plaguing this small community. A photo spreadsheet was put
together with fApersons of interesto and of22 andkept upaated avai |l abl e
throughout the project.

The community was kept informed of the project by the community officer, a town hall meeting was also
held and the issues were discussed. The feedback from the community was positive from the start and
continued to increase throughout the project.

The project resulted in the following charges being laid;

1/ Possession of Burglar Tools, arrested with pry bar and two way radio

2/ Possession of Property obtained by Crime, investigated by call back officers, found to be in possession of
laptop obtained in break and enter

3/ Break and Enter with Intent, Assault with a Weapon, Weapons Dangerous and FTC Probation.

4/ Break and Enter X3, Possession of property obtained by crime X7, Attempt Break and Enter, arrested in
pawn shop by MCU while pawning jewellery from break and enter

5/ Break and Enter X2, Assault with a weapon and FTC Probation X2, arrested while doing break and enter
6/ 4 males arrested, Unauthorized presence of a firearm in a motor vehicle, possession of prohibited firearm
with ammunition, unauthorized possession of a firearm, possession of a firearm knowing its possession is
unauthorized, careless storage of a firearm, possession of firearm with serial number that has been altered,
possession of firearm contrary to prohibited orderx6, FTC probation x4 and drive without proper rear light

7/ 4 males arrested for Break and EnterX2 and attempt Break and Enter, caught in act.

The project also recovered a stolen Kia Sportage and a large amount of jewellery, cameras, computer tower,
hand and power tools all taken from homes and vehicles in the focus area.

The Project ran from January 25™ to February 28™, 2010 all units within 22 Division took part, members of
the Auxiliary Police were also utilized. Members of the mounted unit attended on a regular basis, interacting
and investigating with residents.

The following statistics were obtained from the ILP assigned to this project;
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421; Persons were investigated (some repeatedly)
159 charges laid under the Highway Traffic Act, Trespass to Property and Liquor Licence Act
17; Arrests i all property related other than 4 for firearm

524 hours spent in area by uniform officers

Members of the Major Crime Unit and Community Response Unit were in area daily

We are now into March and the parties arrested during the project that were not deemed suitable for release
are still in custody. The criminal activity in this area has dropped substantially over the past two months and

when these parties are released the Police will be there to meet them.
